After two championship 
events which were held inside a shopping mall (Santa Anita Fashion Park 
in Arcadia, CA) and in the middle of the French Quarter (New Orleans, LA), 
the event searched for a new home. 
 
In 1995 the North American Pole Vault Association (NAPVA) 
Championships moved to Clovis alongside the Friday Night Farmers 
Market for what was supposed to be a one-time event.  It’s hard to believe 
that fifteen years later, this event is still in Clovis, where it continues to 
grow. This NAPVA Championships has prospered into one of the largest 
events in the sport of Track and Field.  
 
The support of the Fresno/Clovis area fans, media and sponsors has 
helped push our nation’s top athletes to the top of the world. When the 
event first moved here, American Pole Vaulting was on a downswing, with 
only a few world-ranked pole vaulters. Today, America is on top of the 
world, drawing tremendous amounts of new fans and athletes into this 
exciting sport. The NAPVA Championships in Clovis is one of the main 
reasons. All five US Olympic Pole Vault Medalists of the 2000 and 2004 
Olympic Games have competed here and have enjoyed the support of the 
people in the Fresno/Clovis area.  
 
Clovis has become “The Heart of American Pole Vaulting.” In Clovis we 
have learned that the Pole Vault, if presented properly, can be a part of 
the modern sports culture. We thank the Fans, Media and Sponsors who 
have helped make this event and the OLYMPIC GOLD MEDAL a reality to 
our nation’s pole vaulters!

POLE VAULT RECORDS 

Purpose 
From the early 70’s through the 90’s, a serious decline in pole vault interest at the 
high school, collegiate and elite levels threatened the pole vault in the United 
States. Due to the financial problems facing school districts, there were fewer 
qualified coaches and safety for the athletes had become a major concern. At the 
elite level there were fewer opportunities for the elite and emerging elite athletes 
to compete in Europe and Japan.  More opportunities to compete had to be 
provided within the United States for this event to grow. 
 
The North American Pole Vault Association was formed to : 
 
A. Provide a Grand Prix-type schedule for vaulters in the United States. 
B. Provide travel and coaching assistance for athletes 
C. Provide a newsletter to inform athletes, coaches and fans on the latest 

training and technical methods, schedule of events, results and motivational 
articles 

D. To hold competitions in areas which will provide the most exposure for the 
event and the vaulters. Examples include: 

 1. Street Vault in the French Quarter of New Orleans, LA 
 2. Mall Vault inside the Santa Anita Fashion Park Mall in Arcadia, CA 
 3. Street Vault in Old Town Clovis, CA 
 4. Street Vault during Fourth of July Festival in Seattle, WA 
 5. Street Vault in Old Town Sacramento, CA 
 
In 1996, an issue of Track and Field News Magazine listed the North American Pole 
Vault Association as one of the best new ideas in Track and  Field in the United 
States. It is a non-profit association dedicated to the sport of Track and Field and 
the pole vault event.
